OUR RIGHTS AND DUTIES

Citizens of Ukraine have many rights. They have right to work, to choose
their trade, profession or type of job, and to work in accordance with their abilities,
training, and education. The right to rest and leisure is ensured by the
establishment of a working week not exceeding 41 hours and holidays with full
pay. Everyone is provided with free competent medical care. The students receive

stipends while they study. Women and men have equal rights in all spheres of



economic, government, cultural and political activities. Their
contribution to accelerating the country's socio-economic

progress is very great.

We have duties as well, as rights, though. Citizen of

Ukraine are obliged to observe our laws, to observe labour

discipline, and to preserve and protect property. Citizen of

Ukraine are obliged to safeguard the interests of independent Ukraine. Defence of
Ukraine is the sacred duty of every citizen. Every young man at age of eighteen
must join the army, for a year. There they are taught to defend themselves and to
defend their country with military weapons. After leaving
the army young men return to civilian life. They all will
carry out their sacred duty to defend their families and their
country when it is necessary by serving in the army. The
students of higher educational establishments do not serve

in the army.

According to the Constitution itself every person has the

right to the free development of his or her personality, and
has obligations before society where free and full development of the personality is

assured.

The Constitution guarantee the rights to life, non-interference in private and
family life, personal inviolability and the inviolability of dwelling, free choice of
residence, work, rest, education, social security, housing, health protection,
medical care and medical insurance, a safe and healthy environment. There are no
privileges or restrictions based upon face, colour of skin, political and other beliefs,
gender, ethnic and social origin, property, ownership, position, place of residence,

language, religion.



Citizens have equal Constitutional
rights and freedoms and are equal before
law. Citizens of Ukraine perform military

services in compliance with the law.

Defense to the Motherland of the
independence and territorial integrity of

Ukraine, and respect for the state symbols

are the duties of citizens. Every person must pay taxes in the order and amount

determined by law. No person may damage the environment, cultural heritage.

COMPUTERS IN MY LIFE

A computer study is a subject in many schools. Many young people have
personal computers. Ninety-six per cent of them are males of all ages. All of them
spend an average of twenty hours per week on home computers. The majority of the

adults also use computers at work. An about one in three hundred computer owner,



so-called computer addicts, spends almost all his time using computers. All the
computer addicts are very educated. They have been interested in science and
technology from a very early age and they are usually very shy people who like being

alone.

A survey in a school showed that fewer girls are interested in computers
because girls are less likely to have a computer.
Even if they have one, they use them less
frequently than boys. Possibly it is because we
think of computers as something to do with
maths and science, which are traditionally

"male” subjects. Possibly it is because most of

the computer teachers are men, who give the
girls less attention. Possibly parents think it is less important for girls to have

computer skills.

Computer addicts love debugging, develop programs and love learning
programming languages. They learnt to communicate with other users through
computer networks and the people they met in school and work think of them as
experts who could help and advise when they had problems with their machines. A
few spend their time "hacking" and one addict left a message on a computer of
Buckingham House. Very few computer addicts play computer games, but many

people use a computer exclusively for games.

Some parents worry about computer games because they think their children
won't be able to communicate with real people in the real world. But parents do not
need to worry. According to research computer addicts usually do well after they
have left school. Parents also do not need to
worry that computer addiction will make
their children become unfriendly and unable

to communicate with people. It is not the



computer that makes them shy. In fact, what they know about computers improves

their social lives. They become experts and others come to them for help and advice.

For most children computer games are a craze. Like any other craze, such as
skate-boarding, the craze is short-lived. It provides harmless fun and a chance to

escape.

If we didn't have these computer addicts, we wouldn't have modern technology.

They are the inventors of tomorrow.

network of computers.

An Oxford graduate, Tim Berners-
Lee, set up the first ‘www server' (a Server
receives and sends messages) to store the
archive of the European Particle Physics

Laboratory in Switzerland.

The first e-mail ever sent was in
1972 between computers in two American universities. The most frequently used

search word on the net is "sex", typed in 1 550 000 times every month.

The most mentioned male on the Internet is Bill Clinton, whose name is linked
to 1 542 790 sites.

The most mentioned female on the Internet is the actress Pamela Anderson,

whose name is linked to 1 542 282 sites.

Choosing an occupation takes time, and there are a lot of things you have to
think about as you try to decide what you would like to do. You may find that you
will have to take special courses to qualify for a particular kind of work, or may find
out that you will need to get some actual work experience to gain enough knowledge

to qualify for a particular job.

Fortunately, there are a lot of people you can turn to for advice and help in
making your decision. At most schools, there are teachers who are professionally
qualified to counsel you and to give detailed information about job qualifications.
And you can talk over your ideas with family members and friends who are always
ready to listen and to offer suggestions. But even if you get other people involved in
helping you make a decision, self-evaluation is an important part of the decision-

making process.

HOW TO WRITE A RESUME?

No matter what method of job hunting you use, inevitably somebody will ask
you for a resume. Most companies require a resume before seriously considering a
job candidate from the outside. Resumes are sometimes also required in order to
receive a job transfer within a company. The purpose of a resume is to help you

obtain a job interview, not a job. Very few people are hired without a personal



interview. Effective resumes are straightforward, factual presentations of a person's

experience and accomplishments.

They are neither overdetailed nor too sketchy. A general rule is that two or
three pages in length is best. One page seems too superficial; a four-page (or longer)
resume may irritate an impatient employment official. Some writers suggest that a
chronological (the standard-type) resume be used; others argue for an
accomplishment resume. A useful resume should include both your experiences and
key accomplishments. When sent to a prospective employer, a resume should be
professionally reproduced, with particular attention to misspellings, typographical
errors, and careful spacing. To attract attention, some job seekers print resumes on
tinted paper, in a menu-like folder, or on unusual-sized paper. If done in a way to

attract positive attention to yourself, these approaches have merit.
